addition to ‘Thin Line’ with the presong banter edited out.

If you have not yet purchased ‘1200 Curfews’ and ‘Watershed’, |
would like to strongely recommend them to you. They are both extremely
well done and have a freshness about them that should brighten up even
the most jaded of fans.

In case you are not signed up yet, you may want to contact Russell
Carter’s office at the address that appears on all the CDs and cassettes.
There appears to be a new commitment to the official fan ciub, so far |
have received two mailings from them regarding ‘1200 Curfews’ and
‘Watershed’, one of which even included a promo guitar pick and a promo
ticket for ‘1200 Curfews’. They are going to begin publishing 4 times a
year, and are also planning a lot of upgrades for the official Sony web site.

Alienation, thwarted desire and lost
love, are not exclusively lesbian topics.

“The kiss represents love.” explains
Emily, “and language represents learn-
ing your craft or vour life’s work. And it’s
as il they're two separate cntities. and
yvou make a choice between the two of
them.”

With work this personal and reveal-
ing, it’s no surprise that the Indigos wear
their politics on their sleeves. Thev have,
over the years, lent their names and voic-
es to many environmental. Native Ameri-
can, and gay and lesbian causes.

“Honestly, doing benefits is a wav to
give back. I think that it stems from the

way we were raised and the intrinsic be-



lief that we are responsible for other hu-
man beings,” says Emily. “Amy and I are
not responsible for the world, but each
human being is responsible for other
human beings.

“Benefits are just our small way of
contributing and making sure that we
vote and stay politically active. Because I
don’t feel that most people realize the
power that they have to make change.
Amy and I are firm believers in the pow-
er of people to make change.”

Performing at the March on Wash-
ington last year was part of their commit-
ment to change. It was also a national
coming out. Until then the Indigos (un-
like Melissa Etheridge or k.d. lang) had
not been publicly identified as lesbians.

“We’'re definitely out. We did an arti-
cle in Out magazine, and then everybody
was like, oh, they just came out. But, in
fact, we've been open for so long in our
personal lives that we hadn’t really

thought about it,” states Emily.

“Amy and I believe that you need to
be honest about yourself. Because our
whole message is about self-esteem and
being true and all those sorts of things.
But I also think it’s each person’s per-
sonal decision. I'm strongly against out-
ing. It's a longer journey for some
people. But I think that the more that
people do come out the less of an issue
it’s going to be in the long run.

“I hope the day comes when sexuality
is no longer an issue and that there’s no
intrigue factor and that we can all get on
with being musicians or songwriters or
whatever. But I think that’s still a little
way off. This is just our part of being
open about being gay. Hopefully it will
help improve things.”

If the recent glut of performers com-
ing out has misguided the straight pub-
lic about the inherent musical talents of
gay people, it has nevertheless provided

a wealth of positive role models previous-
ly unknown to lesbians and gays. For the
Indigo Girls, being out and in the spot-
light has its rewards and responsibilities.

“Music has—performance, music,
songwriting, all that stuff—it has a spe-
cial power, a special charm. That you
have to be careful with that power and
how you use it,” muses Emily. “Also, re-
member that the truth is, Amy and I are
just like everybody else. We're just hu-
man beings. We have this gift that we've
been given. It happens to be a seductive
gift, and you have to keep an eye on
that.”

The rapt Berkeley audience would
have followed Amy and Emily like twin
Pied Pipers wherever they led on that
night. Fans of the Indigo Girls know—
